Here We Grow began the school year with 32 three-year-olds and 61 four and  
five-year-olds. At this time, we have openings in all the AM and PM three-year-olds’ 
classes, two openings in the young fours’ class and one opening in the M-W-F Ext.

We have one new teacher in our three-year-olds’ class who has settled in nicely with the help of 
the returning staff.
